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HSP JOINS EFFORTS TO CAPTURE AND PROSECUTE
AMY’S KILLER
CLEARWATER, FL (WEDNESDAY, APRIL 23, 2008) The Humane Society of Pinellas has ADDED A $500.00 REWARD for information leading to the arrest and prosecution of the perpetrator who committed the violent act of beating a Siamese cat named Amy, inflicting severe injuries, torment and pain resulting in her death shortly thereafter.  Veterinary exam of her limp and bloodied body confirmed the cause of death. This act of violence occurred just after 12:00 noon, April 12th 2008 in the area of Burlington Ave N and 23rd St N in the Kenwood neighborhood of St Petersburg, FL.  Amy was 11 years old, a much loved family pet, and her story is told on www.whokilledamy.com
Witnesses described the suspect as “a black male, either late teens or early 20’s, about 6” tall, thin, short hair, wearing no shirt’.  Additional reward money is offered from individuals and a local business.  The Humane Society of Pinellas recommends keeping cats indoors where they are safe from harm and the elements. 
The violent crime committed against Amy is a criminal act with felony status in the state of Florida.  The HSP is urging anyone who witnessed or has information on this individual to please contact the St Petersburg Police Tip Line at  727-892-5000.

Statistics show that the person who committed this violent act is still morally and criminally capable of inflicting more acts of violence on other animals and likely to expand his animal violence to human beings if not caught and held accountable within the law. Help bring Amy’s killer to justice and prevent further acts of criminal violence in your neighborhood. Do not let Amy’s murder be in vain.  Help SPPD catch Amy’s killer and all neighborhoods are safer for everyone - both animals and people.
